Package coverage

Health warnings are required to cover 100% of either
the front or back of the package. Overall, 50% of the
package space is appropriated to health warnings.
In 2016, a text warning covering 30% of the front
of the package will be implemented. Overall, 65%
of the package space will be appropriated to health
warnings.

Rotation schedule and history

Brazil has produced three rounds of health warning
labels. The first set of 9 health warnings was used
from 2002 to 2004. A second set of 10 health
warnings was used from 2004 to 2008. A third set of
10 images was developed in 2008, for use in 2009.
Warnings within each set are required to be used
simultaneously or consecutively.

Restrictions on misleading information
Misleading descriptors such as “light” and “mild” are
prohibited from appearing on packages.
